Impact of Demographic Changes on Social Role of Museums
Dear colleagues,

let us address for the second time and invite you to the international conference called Muzeum a změna V / The Museum and Change V., which is being prepared by the Czech Association of Museum and Galleries in cooperation with other entities to be held in autumn of this year. The conference that will be held on the 22nd – 24th November in the premises of the National Archives in Prague, is the fifth opportunity for the museum and galleries employees, pedagogues, students, representatives of other memory and cultural institutions and also their establishers to meet in the Central Europe. The conference is held under the auspices of the Minister of Culture of the Czech Republic Mgr. Daniel Herman.
The main theme of our meeting will be impact of demographic changes on social role of museums, in all fields and aspects of museum work. We will concentrate on role of the museums in society – in history and also at present, reflexes of historical demography, cultural anthropology and also ethnology in museum activities, we will present in wide context current demographic changes, statistical and economic bases or visions and instruments for the forthcoming change of social role of museums. If we look beyond borders of the Czech Republic, we will find out that we are not the only ones to deal with this topic, from the point of view of migration situation in Europe it is more than a topical issue. Therefore distinguished foreign guests will participate in the conference and they will share with us their experience in this area.
The aim of our meeting should be the possibility to confront the opinions on functioning of the museum community, to introduce new trends of museology development in Europe and overseas, to provide the room for international discussion on further development and heading of museums, to share experience and inspire one another. The theme of the impact of demographic changes on social role of museums will connect all five planned conference blocks.  Within the conference student section will take place again, which will be prepared by the Department of Archaeology and Museology of the Faculty of Arts of the Masaryk University and Department of Ethnology and Museology of the Faculty of Arts of Comenius University in Bratislava. The fifth block of the conference, within which the issue of digitization and information technologies will be presented among others, is prepared in cooperation with the Czech Committee of the Blue Shield and is determined for employees of all the so-called memory institutions, i.e. employees of museums and galleries, archives, libraries, departments of preservation of monuments and also other representatives of administrative and cultural institutions. Independent seminar of the Committee on this theme will be held immediately after the conference Muzeum a změna / The Museum and Change V on the 24th November 2016 and also the visitors of the conference Muzeum a změna V / The Museum a Change V may participate in it.
We are now presenting to you the second information on the prepared conference and we believe that you will be captured by its theme and defining. If you have not applied yet, you can do so by means of the 2nd circular (until 30th September 2016). We are looking forward to meeting you and we wish you so that your participation in the conference came up to your expectations, both professional and also social.

	I. Role of Museums in the Society – History and Present 

	
	Basic role of museums and their collections in the past and present society. Development and fundamental changes in the “long” 19th century and “wild” 20th century. National role of museums and museum institutions as a part of “national movements”. Museums as heritage keepers or property thesauruses. Role of museums and documentation of demographic changes. What will be the role of museums in globalized world in relation to the forthcoming changes? 

	
	

	
	II. Reflection of Conclusions of Historical Demography, Anthropology and Ethnology in Present Activities of Museums 

	
	How did population and structure of museum visitors change? How do museums reflect results of historical demography, cultural anthropology or ethnology in their presentation outputs and education activities? Is our vision true? What criteria do they choose in acquisition activities? How do museums add items related to this theme to collection funds? What key do they use when selecting thereof? Is there a difference between approaches in the European countries or overseas and in our country?

	
	

	
	III. Current Demographic Changes in Domestic, Central European and European Context  

	
	Main demographic and social changes affecting role of museums – moving, migration, wars, changes in number, structure, ethnic and national composition of population. Prediction of development – what is expected in the Central European and pan-European context? Present migration movements in Europe and integration of migrants into society of destination countries. How will museums respond to demographic changes of the society? Does their offer change in connection with such influences and how? 

	
	

	
	IV. Statistical Bases and Economic and Technological Prerequisites of Changes of the Social Role of Museums 

	
	What do we monitor statistically and what are the outputs of museum statistics? What do we know and to what extent and is it necessary to change the form of statistical statements radically? Is it necessary to monitor also other quantities? Do we adapt our future strategies to statistical findings? Museum – how much does it cost? Museums and financing of culture, management for the 21st century from the point of view of museum work, importance of culture for economy, culture as competitive advantage. Do the museums use achievements of modern technology sufficiently? How do they respond in this respect to the society demand?

	
	

	
	

	
	V. Visions and Instruments of Change of Social Role of Museums 

	
	What are the possibilities of presentation and interpretation of cultural heritage with use of new technologies? Virtual reality versus personal contact? Digitized record versus real collection item? What is direction of work of the museum with a visitor under current demographic changes in the society? How does the manner of perception of museums and their function change from the point of view of current population? New museology and its practical use, museum digital networks and virtual museums, new forms and instruments of museum education, intercultural dialogue and information technologies as an instrument of changes of social role of museums.
